Balmoral School 
hosts a Scholastic book fair every fall with great results.  Money raised by the bookfair adds 
to our library selection by way of rewards earned on every purchase at the fair.  This year 
we have myself and two ladies that have been volunteering for many years, however going 
forward our current volunteers will be stepping aside in the hopes of new volunteers joining 
the book fair team. 

As the library clerk, I take care of all the booking of the fair, ordering the books for the fair 
and the financial part of wrapping up the fair.  Volunteers help set up the fair in our gym the 
day before the fair which usually takes a couple hours, they run the fair during the day for 
the classes to come through and then again be available to host the parents and general 
public during the evening from 4 – 8pm.  The following day after the fair the volunteers 
help repack the boxes of unsold books which again takes an hour or two.  The grade 7/8 
class help with the setting up and taking down of the tables in the gym which is a great help, 
as well, a select few students from that class also help put the books out on the tables.
